He lived in the 16th century. A few things, but not really that many, are known about his life. And yet around the world the result is unanimous (一致同意的) : he was the greatest writer who ever lived. His name was William Shakespeare.

Shakespeare wrote three kinds of plays: comedies, tragedies, and histories. Many of the comedies involved mistaken identities, women pretending to be men, and slapstick (闹剧，喧闹又乏味的滑稽电影) situations. One of his famous comedies is A Midsummer Night’s Dream. Shakespeare’s tragedies often were about a noble and honorable man who had one fault that helped bring about his downfall. Hamlet is an example. Shakespeare’s histories were usually about kings of England, such as Richard Ⅲ or Henry Ⅴ.

Many things in nature, such as sunshine, temperature, and precipitation, affect climate. Nearness to mountain, oceans, and large lakes affects it too. Another factor is altitude, or height above sea level. Air cools as altitude increases. So a city at a higher altitude may be colder than one at a lower altitude. Finally, winds affect climate. They move heat and moisture between the oceans and continents. Winds keep the tropics from overheating. They keep the polar regions from getting overly cold.

As I’ve said before, nobody should drop out of college unless they believe they face the opportunity of a lifetime. And even then they should reconsider.

Directions: For this part, you are allowed 25 minutes to write a passage of about 100 words entitled “How to Memorize English Words”, based on the following information:

How to Memorize English Words?
There is a heated debate over how to memorize English words. There are mainly two kinds of opinions. It is commonly accepted that college. Students may learn words in the words list by heart. In contrast, others hold that people may memorize each English word through reading.
Those who hold the first opinion suggest that college students should learn new words as many as possible. In their view, this method can save time and energy, and can bring about a striking effect. However, others think that learning new words one after another may lead to confusion and misunderstanding. They argue that the meaning of each word can be well understood only in the context.
As to me, I prefer the latter opinion. First, simply repeating new words too many times makes us feel dull and boring. Second, reading can help us both in memorizing words and understanding the context. In a word, to learn new words through reading is the best method in English study.
